summer residence of King John Sobieski, the one who defeated Turks at the gate of Vienna in the 
17th century. Magnificent interiors include furniture and china from the period, and a gallery of Polish 
portraits. Palace is surrounded by beautiful park with a variety of landscapes: English park, Italian 
Baroque garden and rose garden.
